e All first-choice votes are counted. If a candidate receives more than 50% of first-
choice votes, that candidate wins. If no candidate earns more than 50% of first-choice
votes, then counting will continue in rounds.

¢ Your vote will always count toward your top choice candidate, until they are eliminated.
Your vote will then go toward your next highest ranked candidate.

* You can rank up to five candidates. You must rank at least one candidate. You can still
choose to vote for only one candidate if you prefer.

TO AVOID:

¢ Do NOT give multiple candidates the same rank.
* Do NOT rank a candidate more than once.

e Do NOT rank more than 5 candidates.
