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Hispanic Federation ICE Oversight Campaign 
(Ver abajo para español) 

 

Hispanic Federation is launching a legislative advocacy campaign focused on oversight, accountability, 

and reform of ICE operations and both field and administrative protocol. This campaign is a vital 

response to rapidly expanded enforcement actions taken by the Trump Administration and the newly 

passed H.R. 1, which increased funding for mass deportations by $170 billion.   

 

In partnership with HF network members and partners, national partners, and Members of Congress, HF 

will support various bills that look to provide reasonable and necessary oversight and reform of ICE. The 

following principles are essential to uphold fundamental civil liberties while maintaining public safety.  

 

We call on Congress to:  

1. Protect Basic Human and Civil Rights of individuals held in ICE Custody  

• Ensure all individuals in federal detention are treated with dignity, given access to legal 

representation, and protected from inhumane conditions.  

• Implement mandatory, culturally-competent training for ICE staff emphasizing human rights 

and dignity, including restoring previously-standard language training among new ICE agents. 

• Ensure all detainees have immediate access to legal representation, interpreters, and 

medical care.  

• Establish standards for detention conditions, including provisions for hygiene and health 

care.  

• Create mechanisms for detainees to report abuse or inhumane treatment, require that 

individuals detained by the federal government be provided the opportunity to record 

emergency contacts, and mandate the government inform those points of emergency 

contact if an individual is harmed or suffers a medical condition while in federal detention. 

• Prohibit harmful practices like solitary confinement 

 

2. Reform ICE Agent Protocols 

• Implement clear, fair, and consistent protocols for ICE agents to prevent abuses and uphold 

justice. 

• Develop standard protocols including: restoring pre-arrest approval requirements, the 

mandatory provisioning and deployment of body-worn cameras – for arrests and searches – 

and use of force policies, aligned with fourth amendment guarantees of due process and 

human rights standards.  

• Develop standard protocols for clearly visible identification, including identifiable badges and 

uniforms.  

• Establish guidelines requiring removal of facial coverings, unless medically necessary, to 

facilitate positive identification, accountability, and transparency during operations.  
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• Establish accountability measures for violations of protocol, including disciplinary actions 

and review panels.  

3. Guarantee Due Process 

• Strengthen safeguards that guarantee fair hearings, timely legal representation, and 

transparent proceedings for all detainees. 

• Mandate reporting of detention to emergency contacts and/or immediate family members 

and timely scheduling of detention hearings.  

• Guarantee access to legal counsel, available support, and facilitate ongoing proper 

communication with legal representatives.   

• Establish a vetted review process to regularly assess detention legality and necessity.  

• Establish a national database of those detained by the federal government pursuant to 

immigration enforcement operations, and enable anonymized access to that database and 

statistics there from the press and legal organizations. 

4. Balance Public Safety with Human Rights 

• Support enforcement policies that safeguard communities without compromising the civil 

rights of immigrants. 

• Adopt community-based enforcement strategies focused on public safety rather than mass 

detention.  

• Expand funding for proven public safety programs, like community violence intervention and 

crime-gun tracking to local community law enforcement or Community Based Organizations. 

• Prioritize alternatives to detention, especially for vulnerable communities.  

• Engage community and civil rights stakeholders in developing enforcement policies that 

respect civil liberties.  

5. Enhance Transparency and Oversight 

• Establish a permanent independent oversight body such as an ICE Inspector General to 

conduct investigation, audits, and publish public reports on findings and corrective actions.  

• Restore funding to the immigration ombudsman to facilitate whistleblowing and reporting 

from both DHS employees and individuals entailed within the immigration enforcement 

system 

• Reinstate and expand Congressional Oversight to include regular hearings, reporting, and 

investigative authority.  

• Commission a Government Accountability Office audit of ICE operations, funding, and 

detention standards.  

6. Reallocate Funding Toward Humanitarian Goals 

• Redirect funds to expand legal aid services and public defenders for detainees.  

• Redirect funds to increase the number of immigration judges to minimize time held in 

detention and reduce the immigration case backlog. 
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• Fund community-based programs that support immigrant integration and compliance with 

detention.  

These principles aim to foster a justice system rooted in public safety, fairness, transparency, and 

respect for human dignity. Congressional action on these priorities is essential to creating accountability 

in our immigration system that respects public trust and human rights. 

 

The following bills serve as examples of the sorts of legislation that would address the key principles 

underlying this campaign, and may prove effective legislative vehicles for achieving its goals.

proteger las libertades civiles fundamentales a la vez que se mantiene la seguridad pública. 

 

Hacemos un llamado al Congreso para que: 

 

1. Proteja los Derechos Humanos y Civiles de las personas detenidas bajo la custodia de ICE 

• Garantice que todas las personas detenidas por el gobierno federal sean tratadas con dignidad, 

tengan acceso a representación legal y estén protegidas contra condiciones inhumanas. 

• Implemente adiestramientos obligatorios y culturalmente competentes para el personal de ICE, 

enfocados en los derechos humanos y la dignidad, incluyendo la restauración del entrenamiento 

lingüístico que antes era requisito para los nuevos agentes. 

• Asegure que todas las personas detenidas tengan acceso inmediato a representación legal, 

intérpretes y atención médica. 

• Establezca estándares para las condiciones de detención, incluyendo requisitos de higiene y 

cuidado de salud. 

• Cree mecanismos para que los detenidos puedan denunciar abusos o tratos inhumanos, 

exigiendo que toda persona detenida pueda registrar contactos de emergencia y que el 

gobierno notifique a dichos contactos en caso de que la persona sufra algún daño o emergencia 

médica durante la detención. 

• Prohíba prácticas dañinas como el confinamiento solitario. 

2. Reformar los Protocolos de los Agentes de ICE 

• Implemente  protocolos claros, justos y consistentes para prevenir abusos y garantizar la 

justicia. 

• Desarrolle protocolos estandarizados que incluyan: la restauración de requisitos de aprobación 

previa a los arrestos, el uso obligatorio de cámaras corporales durante arrestos y registros, y 

políticas de uso de fuerza alineadas con las garantías del debido proceso de ley de la Cuarta 

Enmienda y los estándares de derechos humanos. 

• Desarrolle protocolos para  que todos los agentes estén clara y visiblemente identificados, 

incluyendo  insignias identificables y uniformes . 

• Establezca guías que requieran la remoción de cubiertas faciales, a menos que sean 

médicamente necesarias, para facilitar  la identificación, la rendición de cuentas y la 

transparencia durante las operaciones. 

• Establezca medidas de rendición de cuentas para violaciones a los protocolos, incluyendo 

acciones  disciplinarias y paneles  de revisión.. 

3. Garantizar el Debido Proceso 

• Refuerce las protecciones que aseguran audiencias justas, representación legal oportuna y 

procesos transparentes para todos los detenidos. 

• Exija la notificación  de la detención a los contactos de emergencia y/o familiares cercanos y la  

programación oportuna de audiencias de detención. 

• Garantice acceso  a asesoría legal, apoyo disponible y facilite la comunicación efectiva y 

continua con representantes legales. 
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• Establezca un proceso de revisión  que evalúe regularmente la legalidad y necesidad de la  

detención. 

• Cree una base de datos nacional de personas detenidas por operaciones migratorias federales, y 

permita el acceso anónimo a dicha base de datos y estadísticas para la prensa y organizaciones 

legales. 

4. Balance entre  la Seguridad Pública y los Derechos Humanos 

• Apoye políticas de control migratorio que protejan a las comunidades sin comprometer  los 

derechos civiles de las personas inmigrantes. 

• Adopte estrategias implementación comunitarias  enfocadas en la seguridad pública y no en la 

detención masiva. 

• Expanda los fondos para programas de seguridad pública comprobados, como la intervención 

en violencia comunitaria y el rastreo de armas de crimen a través de agencias de seguridad 

pública locales u organizaciones comunitarias. 

• Priorice alternativas a la detención, especialmente para poblaciones vulnerables. 

• Involucre a partes de interés comunitarias y  de derechos civiles en el desarrollo de políticas de 

implementación que respeten las libertades civiles. 

5. Fortalecer la Transparencia y la Supervisión 

• Establezca un organismo de supervisión independiente y permanente, como un Inspector 

General de ICE, encargado de investigaciones, auditorías y publicación de informes públicos 

sobre hallazgos y acciones correctivas. 

• Restaure el financiamiento del  Ombudsman de Inmigración para  facilitar denuncias y reportes 

tanto de empleados del DHS como de personas relacionadas a la implementación en el sistema 

migratorio. 

• Reinstale y amplíe la supervisión congresional, incluyendo audiencias regulares, informes y 

autoridad investigativa. 

• Solicite una auditoría de la Oficina de Responsabilidad Gubernamental (GAO) sobre las 

operaciones, financiamiento y estándares de detención de ICE. 

6. Reasignar Fondos hacia Metas Humanitarias 

• Redirija fondos para ampliar los servicios de asistencia legal y defensores públicos para personas 

detenidas. 

• Redirija  fondos para aumentar el número de jueces de inmigración para reducir los tiempos de 

detención y el atraso en los casos migratorios. 

• Financie programas de base comunitaria que apoyen la integración de inmigrantes y 

cumplimiento con detención.
